
 

 

 

 

 

 

Installing the Epic Tuning Gen 1 Mazdaspeed 3 FMIC Kit 

 
Kit requires aftermarket intake! 

We recommend the Injen. Call 

us. Remove bumper cover by 

removing 8 pins and 2 screws 

from the top of the radiator 

support.  Raise the front of the 

car and support safely. 

 
Remove all underhood 

insulation and intercooler cover 

trim for new piping to clear. 

 

 

 
...and driver's side.  Brackets 

need to be bent slightly to  

conform to new mounting  

positions. 

 
Continue by removing the 2 

clips at the front, and the 3 bolts 

at the bottom of the plastic inner 

fender liners.  Remove the 8mm 

bolt behind both sides of the 

liner which attaches the bumper 

cover to fender. 

 
Save all parts for future return to  

stock if desired. 

 

 

 

 
Power steering cooler lines  

should now look like this. 

 

 

 
Remove the 7 bolts and 2 pins to 

remove the plastic lower engine  

cover.  Disconnect the fog light 

and ambient air sensor wiring   

behind the grill.  Lift upward 

and pull to remove bumper 

cover. 

 
Remove plastic air guides. 

Remove bolts for power steering 

cooler brackets and use bolts 

above to remount at higher 

position on passenger sideéé 

 
Remove both charge hoses, 
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Remove the large hose on the  

bypass valve and its 2 bolts. 

Keep the rubber o-ring for re-

use! 

 

 

 
Remove clip holding wire  

connector to manifold on left 

side of picture. Bend dipstick 

tube forward. Remove stud.  

These modifications will allow 

the new piping to have 

clearance.  

 

 
Install supplied brackets with 

3/8"self threading screws in 

factory holes in bumper support.  

Angles should create "V" with 

point facing up to top of radiator 

support. 

     

 

 
Remove the 3 nuts holding the   

stock intercooler and lift it off. 

 

 

 

 

 
Remove ground connections 

from bracket on transmission 

above clutch slave cylinder. 

Remove the bracket.  Remount 

the ground wires to one of the 

original bracket mounting holes 

with a stock bolt. 

 

 
Use 8mm bolts, washers and 

nuts to mount intercooler 

securely to bumper support. 

Intercooler mounts in front of 

the brackets. 

 

 

 

 

 
Rotate the 90 degree hose at the 

Throttle body from facing up to  

facing down.  Keep the clamp. 

 

 

 

 
Bend clutch hard line slightly 

here for clearance for new 

intercooler piping. 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Install largest intercooler pipe 

using stock hose and clamp from  

the turbo outlet.  Install bypass  

valve with 6mm nuts, bolts and  

washers.  Use 1" diameter tube,  

clamps and 90 degree hose to  

extend original bypass valve 

hose. 
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Install 2 1/4" straight coupler 

and clamps to bottom of large 

pipe and add 2 1/4" diameter 

curved piping.  (Passenger Side) 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Use zip ties to secure any wires.  

Zip tie the ambient air 

temperature sensor.  Install the 

bumper. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Use 2 1/4" to 2 1/2" transition 

hose and clamps to connect 

piping to intercooler.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Install inner wheel liners and  

under tray.  Remove any tools  

left in engine bay. Check all  

connections and lower car. 

Road test to verify installation. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Bend horn bracket up to clear 

pipe. Install 2 3/4" curved tubing 

to I/C using 2 1/2" to 2 3/4" 

transition hose and clamps.  

Attach other end to original 

throttle body hose with stock 

clamp.  Adjust piping for  

clearances and tighten.
